iii. Members noted the national salary award for new pay scales for 2019/20 to be implemented from 1 April 2019.

iv. To discuss grant application received from MM Conservation Group towards, ‘Gravel for Paths’ & the publication of a booklet with Maids Moreton WW1 information collected for their 1914-1918 event.

Members agreed the application was vague and more clarification was needed before a decision could be made.  ACTION; PH would speak to the applicant and report back to the meeting.

v. To discuss grant application received from BRUFC mini & Junior Section towards project A purchasing training equipment or project B Hiring land to host a festival of Rugby for children 7 to 12 years old.

Members agreed that the application was unclear who would actually benefit from the grant.  ACTION; the applicant would be contacted for clarification.

vi.  Members discussed and agree the Budget for 2019/20 of £33697 - thirty three thousand, six hundred and     ninety seven pounds
vii. Members discussed and agree to request a Precept for 2019/20 of £33,440 – thirty three thousand, four hundred and forty pounds.

Environment;

a. Footpaths, Footways and Highways; To hear any progress on;
i. Signage of 2 ‘Slow! Elderly people’ signs near church & nursing home. The Clerk reported that she had met with Bucks CC to point out the problems the residents were having.  It was suggested that one sign would  be placed at the end of the stone wall, near the entrance to South Hall and 2 signs placed on the back of the 30mph signs coming into the village, on Mill Lane/Collage Farm Lane.   
ii. To discuss any progress regarding the rubbish/recycling bins on the pavement at Shop Terrace Main Street. Members RESOLVED to send the occupiers of Shop Terrace a letter requesting that they take their bins in after they have been emptied.  Therefore making the pavement accessible to the residents.  ACTION; PH will draft a letter and circulate to the councillors.
b. Street Lighting; to hear any progress on;
i. The request from a resident for extra lighting between Walnut Drive & The Pightle; PH reported that the owners of the Wheatshief PH has said to him that the Parish Council could put a lantern on the Wheatsheaf sign.  Members RESOLVED to purchase a lantern but would need a letter of authority from the owners of The Wheatsheaf to erect it on their sign and use their electricity.  ACTION; PH to draft a letter from the Council formally confirming his conversation with the owner of the Pub.
c. Grass, Hedges/Trees and Verges, including BCC Devolved Services; 
i. The Clerk confirmed that the White Gate on the Akeley Road was the responsibility of Bucks CC to repair and that this was on their list to attend to.  
ii. The clerk confirmed that she was waiting for the amended agreement from Bucks CC for the devolved services.  ACTION; to request a quote from Outdoor Services for the grass cutting 2019/20
d. Playing Field; to hear any progress on;
i. The damaged gate post on the Avenue Road entrance into the playing field car park; no update. 

ii. Painting the containers on the playing field.  Defer this item until the February meeting.

iii. To discuss how to deter dog owners from walking their dogs on the playing field and letting them fowl on the area.  Members RESOLVED to place more signs on the playing field stating that, ‘Toxocara Canis can cause blindness in children, the Parish Council does not allow any dogs to play on the Playing Field. Dogs must be kept on a lead on the bridleway and footpaths across the area.’ 
Members RESOLVED to place a fence along the top of the field in line with the Cricket Pavilion container and clear the area behind the Cricket Pavilion and to the side of the container, thereby clearing the footpath and making a dog walking area beside the footpath. 
e. Scout Hut; 
a. To discuss how to progress the refurbishment of the outside of the Scout Hut.  GM reported that he had spent a weekend, with a different Councillor helping on each of the days, to refurbish two bays on the outside of the Scout Hut.  GM proposes that he can finish the work during working hours and offers the Parish Council a quote to finish the work based on the time taken with the Councillors.  ACTION; Clerk to obtain further quotes for comparison.
b. To discuss the damage to the kitchen door.  ACTION; GM to quote for mending the kitchen door mechanism.
f. Cricket Pavilion; GM update on progress of;

i. Removal of the poles for the cricket nets. ii. Replace the guttering for the building.  iii. Add security light at the front of the building.  iv. Put something on the roof to prohibit climbing (plus warning signs) v. To discuss the state that the building has been left in over winter.  Members RESOLVED to invite members of the Cricket Club to a meeting to discuss the items F.i.
g. Rugby Club; To discuss the proposal regarding the grass cutting of the rugby pitch.  The Rugby Club members have proposed to be responsible for cutting the grass on the marked out rugby pitch and 1 metre area around the outside.  Members RESOLVED to allow the grass cutting, although not letting the grass grow longer than 4 inches, for 2019.  Agreement to be reviewed at the beginning of 2020.
h. Playground; to discuss how to proceed with the refurbishment of some of the pieces of play equipment; Members RESOLVED to arrange a working party to discuss this item.  ACTION; MB will send date to be agreed.
i. Rose Garden;
i. To discuss the need for replacing the trellis for the climbing roses. The Clerk reported that while cutting back the old rambling roses, parts of the trellis fell on her.  Most of the trellis is rotten and for H&S reasons the trellis needs to be replaced.  GM has provided a quote for 18 of the poles to be replaced in concrete and 34 half poles to make up the trellis, plus labour, for £1300.  Members RESOLVED that the trellis needed to be replaced.  ACTION; Clerk to obtain further quotes for comparison.
